(A promise we see fulfilled in Jesus Christ.)

Ephesians 2:11-22 God has brought down the dividing wall between Jews 

and non-Jews through Jesus Christ. In him (that is: in

the Church) God has made for himself one people out

of the two groups that used to be so different. But this

whole construction of the Church is possible only

because Jesus Christ serves as its cornerstone.
